Please join us on Saturday 19 April from 1 - 2pm at the Mathews Boys & Girls Club as our FIRST Robotics
Competition (FRC) Team 1137, also known as Rocket Sauce, celebrates our successful season. You can meet
our team members and see a demonstration of our 2014 robot, STING.

Our final competition was the Virginia Regional Competition held at the VCU Siegel Center in Richmond on 21-22
March. With 5 wins under our belt during the two-day match, we placed 20th out of 64 teams making us eligible
for participation in the quarter finals. FRC Team 1719 from Brooklandville, MD selected us to join them in the 8th
seeded alliance, along with FRC Team 1629 from McHenry MD but unfortunately, we did not advance to the finals.
Three Mathews County school officials, Dr. David Holleran, Superintendent, Ms. Nancy Welsh, Assistant
Superintendent, and Mr. Albert Green, Mathews High School Principal attended the event Friday to support us. Our
Team Captain, Becky Thompson, won top honors with the Dean's List Finalist Award in the closing awards
ceremony Saturday afternoon. She was one of two students selected for this prestigious award and will be
reviewed for a higher level Dean’s List award at the St. Louis World Championship on April 23-26th.

Becky has been on FIRST robotics teams since the age of 8, including 4 years in FIRST Lego League, 2 years in
FIRST Tech Challenge, and 4 years on FRC teams -- the first three being on FRC Team 122 in Hampton. Becky
joined our team this year when we opened our doors to home schooled students. As the team captain, Becky led
the design of our robot to compete in this year's challenge, Aerial Assist, and she worked closely with mentors and
team members to prototype, test, fabricate, and program the robot. To be considered for the Dean's List Finalist
Award, our mentors nominated Becky, who they believed was deserving of the award, based on her technical
knowledge, leadership skills, peer recognition, and ability to inspire others. Based on essays submitted by team
mentors prior to the competition, and candidate interviews with judges at the event, two students are selected at
each Regional Competition to receive the Dean's List Finalist Award. Becky has shared her experience and the
benefits of robotics with others, personally representing FIRST in Mexico, the Netherlands, at TEDx conferences,
in the Virginia State Capitol, and at NASA. As a direct result of her participation in FIRST, Becky will study
Computer Engineering at Cedarville University in Ohio on a four-year Presidential Scholarship.
